Beyond heated insolehermacell makes a variety of
batterypowered gadgets for outdoor lovers, among them
a line of mosquito repellers. The company is prepang
launch a lighter, more compact repeller designed to go
deeper into the wilderness. The packable Backpacker
Repeller drops  Thermacell's  mosqdiighting
technology into your pack so you can easily carry it to
even the most faraway backcountry destinetio

We've used one of Thermacelksger repelledanterns

and can say that it's an absolute pleasure. Thermacell
claims 96 percent effectiveness against mosquitoes,
black flies and other pesky flying insects. Usually we'd
like those odds, but four mosquitoes out of 100 will still
leave you itching in the morning.

We have yet to meet those four mosquitoes, though. Th
lantern was so effective that we thought maybe there
just weren't any mosquitoes aroundight up until a
subsequent evening when we didn't bring the lantern out
and got eaten alive.

Thermacell's
repellers are
designed to set
up a 15 x 156
foot (4.6 x 46-

m) perimeter,
giving you a
safe zone from
those incessant
winged biters.
There's a faint
smell but the system is not nearly as intrusive as
candles, torches, sprays and other traditional mosquito
solutions. You basically set it and forget it, letting it
work in the background while you enjoy your time
outside, no batting or scratching necessary.

Thermacell's technology has been around for going on
two decades, seeing use in the military and other
segments. More recently, the company has been making
an dfort to get its repellers into the hands of a wider
population, growing a lineup of backyard and camping
lanterns and products. The-atw Backpacker Repeller

is its lightweight, sizedlown solution for those that
travel fast and light.

To slim the Backpcker down, Thermacell removes the
butane cartridge used in its larger products, relying
instead on an external source: the camping stove gas
canister that many a backpacker will be carrying
anyway. The result is a model that weighs just 4 oz (114
g) and neasures 3.8 x 2 X 2.6 in (97 x 50 x 67 mm, H X
W x L) while still offering the same 15 x if%
protection zone.

Like Thermacell's other repellers, the Backpacker
includes a piezo lighter for sparking the heating
element. That heat activates the blue depglad, which

is soaked in allethrin, a synthetic version of an
insecticide found in chrysanthemum flowers. According
to Thermacell, the system provides up to 80 hours of
protection from a single 100g canister. Thermacell
offers four and new 1zhour allehrin pads.

Backpacking is what's in the name, but the Backpacker
Repeller could also be useful for canoe camping in
mosquiteinfested waters, bikepacking, picnicking and
other outdoor activities in which mosquitoes are a
problem and space for gear is limited. As with any other
piece of gear, individuals will have to weigh thenkefits
against the added weight and subtracted pack space. It's
still going to take up more space than a small bottle of
mosquito spray, but it'll also prevent you from smelling
like chemicals for the rest of the trip.

The Backpacker Repellerwill launch in early spring
2017 (Northern Hemisphere) for US$39.99.

inactivated, can give flies super sticky powers. The gene,

found in vinegar flies and namedpidey afterSpider

Man, is responsible for producing their protective waxy

coatingi switching it off makes flies extra sticky.

The lipids that make up this waxy layer normally act as a
raincoat and protect flies against various exterior
elements, including microkeand environmental stress.
They also carry information about the age, sex and social
status of the carrier.

A team of international scientists led bByin Ning
Chiang of the National University of Singaporefound
that removing thepideygene caused the flies to lose
their protective lipids, resulting in a dramatically
shortened lifespan.

AThe flies eventually get

Without the lipid shield, gunk builds up on the flies. The
insects then get caught up in this sticky mess as it
aggregates and creates a force that sucks them down onto
surfaces.

Many insects rely on their lipid coating not only for
survival but also to choose mates of the right species.

AThe discovery of this gence
says Tristram Wyatt of he Uni versity
could help scientists to study the pheromones of fruitflies
and further our knowledge of how these chemicals have

shaped speciation and evol u

The information also could be used for pest control by
disrupting insect matin Becausspideyis found in
many insect species, researchers think that this finding
may prove useful for controlling various disedmsaring
insects and agricultural pests through chemical
mani pul ati on of t he gene
development, fespan, mating and watlinging
abilities.

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The Buderim family home destroyed
by termites

Beautiful Buderim home destroyed by termites

THIS is the house the termites ate

From the outside, it looks like a dream family home in a
quiet cutde-sac in Buderim.And that's exactly what the
young couple who bought it thought when they made an
offer on 12 Raintrees Court, Buderim, two years ago.

Once it had passed the buildingdgpest inspection, they
moved in with their two young children with big plans to
renovate it and make it their owBut when they started

to renovate the home, they discovered it was like Snow
White's apple beautiful from the outside but rotten at

the oore.

Removal of the plaster board has revealed the extent of
the termite damage.

Now the couple, who cannot be named, have put their
home on the marketSelling agent Grant Smith, from
Century 21 Grant Smith Properties, is selling @attion

for land value.

Mr Smith said the home had been deemed
uninhabitable by insurance companies as there was
structural damage to more than 75% of the building.

"It has been subjected to extensive termite damage,
compromising the structural integritytie said. It was
without doubt, he said, the worst case of termite damage
he had ever seen in his 14 years of real estate.

Thankfully, the owners were able to settle their case with
the building and pest inspector and now their only goal
was to get rid ofthe land. "They have signed a

confidentiality agreement with the building and pest
inspector and the case has been settled,” Mr Smith said.

Mr Smith said the rendered brick, febedroom home
would have to be torn down to start again.

He said a buildingnspector believed the way the home
had been constructed, with fibro cement and no weep
holes, may have contributed to the problem.

"There is no way they would have known the termites
had got in," he said.

The property has an irground tiled pool, which hasn't
been affected by the termites.

The fourbedroom home will have to be torn down.

Prior to discovering the damage, the owners had
repainted throughout, laid new carpet and installed new
blinds and LED lighting.

They had even upgraded thicken to stone with new
stainless steel appliances,-aimditioned the living area
and had security screens fitted throughout.

"There is absolute transparency in this sale with the
condition and the majority of damage has been revealed
and exposed withhe removal of the plaster board," Mr
Smith said.

"The property will be sold as is on the day of auction
with a strict cash unconditional sale required."
